ruce and Kirk Fredendall, of Solebury

Township, are just as dedicated to perfecting

the vernacular eighteenth century homes of

Bucks County as colonial craftsmen were. The
Fredendalls pride themselves in working on one
unique project at a time, which explains why they have
been in business now for over twenty-five vears,

Bruce Fredendall graduated from Penn State
University in 1962, with a degree in Electrical
Engineering. For ten years, he was an electrical engi-
neer at RCA in Princeton, NJ, On the side, he did some
building. Then, in 1972, Bruce decided to leave RCA
and start a business for himself, working as a building
contractor.

Bruce started out building reproduction homes with
historic scale and character for people to see, and also
to build a reputation for himself in the area. He then
moved on to do custom building in the more historic
areas of Bucks County, specializing in historic restora-
tion, additions, and period homes,
